Directions to Sierra Health Foundation

From Lake Tahoe North/Nevada City/Grass Valley

Take I-80 West to I-5 South. Exit at Garden Highway. At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn right onto Garden Highway. At the second stop light, Gateway Oaks Drive, the building will be on your left.

From Lake Tahoe South/Placerville

Take Highway 50 West to Capital City Freeway (Business Loop 80) to San Francisco. Just past the 10th Street exit, take I-5 North. Exit at Garden Highway. At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn right onto Garden Highway. At the second stop light, Gateway Oaks Drive, the building will be on your left.

From Redding

Take I-5 South to Sacramento. Exit at Garden Highway. At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn right onto Garden Highway. At the second stop light, Gateway Oaks Drive, the building will be on your left.

From Stockton

Take Highway 99 to Sacramento, then go West on Capital City Freeway (Business Loop 80) toward San Francisco. Just past the 10th Street exit, take I-5 North. Exit at Garden Highway. At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn right onto Garden Highway. At the second stop light, Gateway Oaks Drive, the building will be on your left.

From San Francisco

Take I-80 East toward Sacramento, continue on Capital City Freeway (Business Loop 80) to I-5 North. Exit at Garden Highway. At the bottom of the exit ramp, turn right onto Garden Highway. At the second stop light, Gateway Oaks Drive, the building will be on your left.

PARKING

Very limited parking is available in the Foundation parking lot.  More parking is available along the Garden Highway and at the business park parking lot across the Garden Highway off of Gateway Oaks Drive.
